Overview: United States History 1 is a tenth-grade course designed around the beginning of United States History up until the beginning of the 20th century with World War 1. Some of the topics that will be covered throughout the year are:

· The First “American” Colonies
· Declaring Independence and the American Revolution
· The Constitution and Bill of Rights
· Further Expansion with the Louisiana Purchase
· Civil War and Reconstruction
· The Wild West and the Expanding Frontier
· The Industrial Revolution
· Progressivism in the 20th Century
· The Great War/WW1
...These are the broad topics to be covered, but we will dig deeper into many of the intricacies and relate these topics to our current problems in the 21st Century United States.

What to Expect? Expect to see many different perspectives on much of the history you THINK you know! We will explore both sides of many different topics to help us understand what all parties were thinking. Topics like these will inspire questions and spark discussions that are extremely encouraged in class. If you are curious about something or have your own perspective, please share!
